Literary Elements -  Flip Book

Instructions and Grading Rubric

In this project, using three sheets of construction paper or plain paper (NO notebook paper), you will label and illustrate EVIDENCE of each literary element in the book you read.

How do I create my flip book?   (View the model in class.  Come to Tuesday Tutoring for help, if needed.)
1. Stack three sheets of equally sized pieces of construction paper on top of one another so that they line up perfectly. Lay them down on a flat surface.
2. Slide the top two layers back approximately 1 inch, exposing the bottom layer. Slide the top layer back another 1 inch, exposing all three layers. Keep the sides of the construction paper evenly lined up.
3. Fold the three layers widthwise at the midpoint of the top sheet. You should have six tabs, including the new top layer (which was the bottom layer in the previous steps).
4. Staple at the top, across the folded crease area of the layered book, to keep all of the papers in place.  (Staple first -  so that you don’t staple over your writing.)
5.  Write the label for each part of the booklet on the visible portion of the tabs. When you lift up the folded area above a tab, you should have information describing that section.
What should you include in / on your flip book?  Follow the grading rubric exactly.  See below!

   and its resolution (7) in the story.   (15 points)
_____    5TH FLAP:  (Describe, in detail, the important events that occur in the story using a plot diagram – see 

  handout)  flap labeled "Plot” (1); plot diagram includes the important events occurring in the story – 

  Exposition (2), Rising Action (3), Climax (3), Falling Action (3), Dénouement/Resolution (3) .  (15 points)
_____    6TH FLAP:  (Give your opinion of the book, stating reasons why you liked or disliked the story, using text 

  specific details.  Think S-RE.)  flap labeled "Critique" (1);   statement indicates if the student likes or dislikes 
  the story (4), thorough and specific explanation is provided for the statement (5), specific text  

  details/evidence are provided as support for the explanation (5).  (15 points)

1. Choose a FICTION book to read. 

Requirements:  

· fiction =  pretend/made up/NOT a true story
· middle to high school level

· The book must be one that you have NOT read before and it also CANNOT be one that you have read or plan to read in class.  Remember this is OUTSIDE (of class) reading.  
2. Complete the book declaration (Due: A Day – 11/1/16, B Day – 11/2/16)
· 1. Title and 2. author of the book you chose.

· 3.  Is it fiction (pretend/NOT a true story)?  (See requirements above.)

· 4.  Have you read it before?  (See requirements above.)

· 5.  Do you have it now or how do you plan on getting it?

3. Read the entire book.

4. Read the project rubric and instruction sheet (on back).

5. Complete your project.  

· Plan ahead to make this detailed and look nice – remember you were given over a month and it should be worthy of a project grade!  (Spice it up! Colors and non-movie pictures to help get your points across are a great idea.)
· Read the instructions for set up but use the grading rubric as your guide for completion.  The instructions for each flap are in parentheses, followed by the requirements for scoring as well as points. Use the plot diagram handout for help with the 5th flap.  (TIP:  Pretend to grade yourself on a separate sheet of paper to make sure you will get full credit for each category.)
